#3. Submit your Ballot-by-Mail as soon as possible gy

DHL. Your ballot needs to arrive at your county election office by 7:00 pm on Election
Day.
[J Or hand deliver your Ballot-by-Mail in person to the county election office on Election Day
while polls are open. You must show your photo ID.
[J If you decide to vote in person instead
[J Take your Ballot-by-Mail with you to your polling station during early voting or on
Election Day and turnin to the voting clerk. You will be allowed to vote a regular
ballot.
[ If you lose or forget your Ballot-by-Mail, you may cast a provisional ballot.

[J If your Ballot by Mail is rejected you have 6 days after the election to fix the issue.
